This will be a very different experi-
ence to our last voting experience for Local
Council some three years ago. You will find
in your envelope you will have TWO Voting
papers. One for the Ward of Bellarine and One
for the Regional Councilors.

Every square on the two papers must be
numbered consecutively starting with one or
you will be casting an informal vote.

On the WARD paper this is not too diffi-
cult as there are only THREE Candidates and
you have only to place the numbers 1, 2, or 3,
beside the names of the Candidates in your
order of preference.

Remember you MUST NUMBER each
square and you MUST NOT repeat a figure.

Sunday meetings here are alive and relevant
but the issues in people’s lives are present each

day of the week. As much as possible, with
the resources we have available, I am hoping
we can meet those needs. Communicating and
cooperating with other churches and organi-
sations will help to meet the needs that are
beyond our resources and I look forward to
making contact with those other churches and
agencies.

Already Drysdale Christian Fellowship is
providing activities that can be attended by
people other than church members. We have
an active Playgroup on Tuesday mornings.
This group give opportunity for mothers and
their children to come together and interact
socially with others. It is possible to liveina
town of 8,000 people and still be lonely. The
church also has an active Youth Group that is
very well attended on Saturday evenings. The
Children’s Church is great and the Leaders are
enthusiastic about making it exciting and in-
teresting for children.

I hope to see more and more become avail-
able and this church be seen as a place where
people can come and know that they will be
welcome, listened to and cared about any day
of the week. A place where spiritual, emo-
tional and physical help can be given. This is
reflected in the people of Drysdale Christian
Fellowship, people who live in the community
and want to help it.

The welcome we have received from eve-
ryone we have met has been very encouraging
and we look forward to becoming a part of this
community and contributing to its growth.

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YOUTH FORUM CANBERRA

PENNY WILLIAMSON -

OUR VERY ABLE REPRESENTATIVE

The last weekend in August 1 was spon-
sored by the Portarlington/Drysdale Lions Club
to attend the Australian Youth Forum in Can-
berra. The AYF is a conference where 300
young people from all over Australia come
together to discuss the problems that are fac-
ing the youth of today. The actual forum was
held in the old Parliament house and my ac-
commodation was at the Australian National
University.

For most of the weekend, we worked in
small groups focusing on specific issues such
as unemployment, entertainment, suicide and
education. The focus of the forum was to iden-
tify the problems and create recommendations
for change. These recommendations were
given to leading politicians (Senator Kate
Lundy and Senator Natasha Stott Despoja to
name a few) at a formal luncheon on the last
day of the forum. The focus was extremely
positive though exhausting.

The most impressive thing about the whole
weekend was that it began with the dream of
an 18-year-old Melbourne lad: JJ Kahla. A

dream that young Australians, who are the fu-
ture of tomorrow, could come together, with-
out political bickering, and try and find solu-
tions to the problems of today. It was time
that we stopped blaming politicians and au-
thorities.
