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THE THIN BLUE LINE

“There was apparently a police station in
Drysdale as early as 1853 and.the Parish Plan
shows a Police Paddock on High Street ex-
tending south-easterly across the present rail-
way line. In the 1850’s the area was consid-
ered too remote from the centre of the town
and another location was reserved in Eversley
Street between High and Elgin Streets. In 1877
this building was replaced by a modern build-
ing. The new building lasted for 90 years and
was demolished to make way for the present
building in 1968.

From the 1850°s through to the late 1870’s
the police stationed at Drysdale carried out
many unusual duties by today’s standards. Not
only did they apprehend law breakers and keep
the peace some were also employed by the
Shire at small emoluments in certain positions.
Constable John MULCHAY was appointed
manager of wharves for Drysdale,
Portarlington and St. Leonards in 1873 and
was replaced by Constable Robert GRAHAM
in 1875. Police also acted as inspectors of
slaughterhouses from 1865 to the late 18707s.”

How times have changed. From a small
bayside community with a single policeman
to a thriving urban community with 5 police
in the town. The Drysdale/Clifton Springs
community now has a population of approxi-
mately 10 thousand people, which works out
of one policeman for every 2 thousand of popu-
lation. As these figures demonstrate, “The
Thin Blue Line” is exactly that, “Thin”. In
addition to the 5 members at Drysdale we are
assisted by the'4 members at Portarlington.
Between the two police stations we offer a 16-
hour service. That is, there is somebody on
duty at one or both stations between 8a.m. and
midnight every day. This extends to 2a.m. on
Friday and Saturday. Outside these hours there
is somebody “On Call”, available for duty
should the need arise.

If assistance is urgently required at any
time, be it police, fire or ambulance, then the
number to ring is “000”. This number con-
nects directly to a Telstra Operator who then
connects the call to the emergency service re-
quired. Where the assistance sought is police,
the call is connected to Intergraph call takers
who take the details of the call and dispatch
the nearest available police unit to the scene.
If the call is out of hours then the “on call”
unit is activated and depending on the nature
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of the incident, additional police units from
Geelong are sent to the scene. During the
normal hours of 8a.m. to midnight the local
police number of 5253 1763 should be called.
If for some reason police are not at the station
the telephone is diverted to Geelong Police
Station where they have the ability to relay
glessages to the Drysdale/Portarlington mem-
ers.

While we are only a relatively small po-
lice station, with a large population base, it
must be said that the local community by and
large is made up of very law abiding people.
In the 12 months to the 30" of June, 1998, there
were some 380 crimes reported for the year or
a little more than one per day. This included a
steep increase in the number of burglaries,
however due to some diligent work by the
members at the station more than 80 percent
of those were solved.

Although we are no longer the Inspectors
for Slaughterhouses, we do have regular con-
tact with errant livestock in the area. Inthe 12
months that [ have been stationed at Drysdale,
apart from the more serious aspects of police
work I have been required to attend to calls
for escapee cattle, sheep, dogs, alpacas and
even some miscreant peacocks. Christmas
night 1997 was spent baby sitting a mob of
wandering sheep until the ranger attended and
secured them for the night.

[ would like to take this opportunity to say
thank you to the people of Drysdale/Clifton
Springs for your kindness and co-operation
since my arrival as Station Commander at the
Drysdale Police Station. Almost without ex-
ception I have been shown the utmost cour-
tesy by everyone I have met which has made
my transition period a very smooth one indeed.

“The Thin Blue Line” is a phrase that was
encapsulated many years ago to describe that
which divides our civilised way of life and
anarchy. That phrase has never had a more
accurate connotation than in today’s society.
It is timely to reflect on the tragic and sense-
less murder of two members of the Victoria
Police while going about their duties on the
16" of August, 1998. This is the third time in
a decade that members of your police force
have been callously murdered while perform-
ing their lawful duty. It was a tragic event that
touched the heart of every policeman and po-
licewoman in the country. .
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It is a time where each and every member
of the police force reflects on the circum-
stances surrounding the incident and thinks
“There but the grace of God go 1.” This sce-
nario, a seemingly simple vehicle intercept, is
played out many times every day of the year
by police throughout the country. Almost at
the time these murders were committed an-
other member and I had intercepted a motor-
ist for driving offences who became indignant
at being pulled over by police. During our
conversation with him he said variously, “Why
don’t you blokes go and arrest some real crimi-
nals” and “Why don’t you get areal job?”” This
from a man who was driving on the wrong side
of the road with a stubby between his legs.
As for the “get a real job” remark I wonder if
this person would have the courage it takes to
perform daily policing duties and if he still
feels that we need to “get a real job”. Isita
real job to have to attend to car accident scenes
and attend to the seriously injured or to have
the onerous task of telling distraught parents
that their children have been taken from them
in tragic circumstances? Or is it a real job to
be called out to confront a violent and angry
drunk in the middle of a domestic argument
and try to talk sense to them? Perhaps he is

right. Perhaps it is not a real job at all, but the
personal satisfaction and sense of achievement
derived from serving the community is what
being a member of the police force 1s all about.

It is also a time when members pause to
reflect, “Is it worth 1t?” In a financial sense |
can most assuredly say that it is not. If people
joined the police force for solely monetary
reward we would have a very small police
force indeed. However, the sense of achieve-
ment and gratification from being of assist-
ance to people in a time of need, and the grati-
tude shown to us by members of the public is
what makes the job worthwhile. In the after-
math of the police shootings the force has been
inundated with messages of sympathy and
donations to the “Joshua MILLER Fund”.
Locally, we also had messages of sympathy
and support as well as donations to the fund.
I would like to thank the Lions Club of
Drysdale/Portarlington and those who gave to
their collection at the Drysdale Village Shop-
ping Centre, for their donation of $154.00. It
1s times like these that we as police members
feel a real sense of support from the commu-
nity.

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BRIGADE, MERGER

Cr. Rob Binnie chaired a public meeting con-
vened at the Drysdale Fire Station on Mon-
day 31* August, 1998 to approve the merg-
ing of the Drysdale Urban Fire Brigade and
the Drysdale Rural Fire Brigade. Also in at-
tendance were CFA Region 7 Area Manager,
Mr. Lex de Man and Operations Officer
Geoffrey Gray. The Victorian Urban Fire
Brigades Association was represented by Ex-
Captain Bernard Filbay and the Brigade was
represented by Captain Des Connor.

A review of the Brigades History records
that a formalised Fire Brigade began in
Drysdale with a public meeting in 1942 to
form the Drysdale Bush Fire Brigade which
later became the Drysdale Rural Fire Brigade
and in 1944 the Drysdale Urban Fire Brigade
was formed. The local policeman, Bob Clarke
was Captain of both Brigades and subsequent
Captains have held both positions, however,
each Brigade has had different Secretaries and
Ray Bennett has held the position of Secre-
tary of the Drysdale Rural Fire Brigade for
29 years, which is quite an achievement!

In recent times the need for both Brigades
has diminished and as required under the CFA
Act the Public meeting was held and unani-
mously voted to deregister the Rural Brigade,
